Examination Music

Entrants may not use photocopies for performance (other than for facilitating page turns) in examinations, as this is prohibited by
the Copyright Act. It is recommended that entrants hand in copies of all pieces being performed to the examiner together with
their examination slip when they enter the examination room.

Accompanist: Entrants must provide their own accompanists who remain in the room only while accompanying. A teacher may
act as accompanist. Accompaniment is not required for study list pieces.

Study List: Samples of entrant’s year's work.

From Grade 1 to Grade 4 all entrants must present other pieces of their choice, as evidence of study beyond those presented for
the examination. These should be at a similar level to those already in the syllabus, and may come from the syllabus or from a
source other than the lists below. Examiners, at their discretion, will ask entrants to demonstrate familiarity with these pieces by
performing the whole or any part of them during the examination. Entrants must bring a copy of the music to the examination
room.

The following minimum requirements apply:

Grade 1 — one piece

Grade 2 to 4 — two pieces

Entrants should not play repeats in examinations, however any da capo must be played.

Criteria Level 1 — Preliminary to Grade 4

Examiners will use these criteria in examining all Level 1 candidates

At the completion of Level 1 candidates will be able to play musically with aural awareness and will have developing technique and
musical understanding in these areas:

Good posture with appropriate and comfortable arm and hand positions
Appropriate hand shape with fingers held close to keys

Accurate and prompt performance from memory of all technical work
Accurate and fluent performance of pieces

Performance of the technical work at minimum tempo or faster
Accurate articulation as specified for the technical section

Breath control

Clear and even tone in required note range

Rhythmic stability

Clean, accurate articulation

Controlled, clear, even legato

Awareness of phrasing

Accurate intonation and consistency of pitch

An awareness and appropriate use of dynamics as required

Control of variation in tempo and tone
